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THE AGE OF AQUARIUS

Life is changing and consciousness is shifting, it is undeniable: the Aquarius Age becomes increasingly more apparent, while still interwoven with the Pisces Age. Technically this phenomenon is still a mystery, since according to actual calculations based on the precession of the equinoxes (movement of the tilting angle of the Earth to the Sun), the Sidereal Zodiac (objective picture of the sky) describe that the North Pole is pointing at around 5° Pisces still, which would mean with 1 degree equalling 72 years, we are at about 370 years away from the Aquarius Age!

This is an excerpt form an exchange I had with Philip Segdwick on the matter:

Philip: The Earth wobbles like a top in space. This axial spin takes about 26,000 years to complete one cycle of precession. If this is divided by 12 signs it equals about 2150 years plus or minus. The North Pole of the Earth "points" toward the nearest leaning to the ecliptic. This pointer marks an Age. The actual point of today is imprecise at best, but somewhere near 5 degrees Pisces. The actual point today marks the eastern point of the ecliptic, which has moved backwards from the Vernal Equinox point (Tropical 0°Aries). This would be the Sidereal Zodiac's 0 Aries (starting) point, which aligns with the stars as actually seen, thus sidereal (star). 
The gap between the Sidereal (Objective) and Tropical (Seasonal) Zodiac is thus today about 25 degrees. With the North Pole at around 5° Pisces, we are still very much into the Pisces Age technically speaking... But there’s more:

2. Sidereal is the "true" picture. Different versions occur largely due to a bastardized westernization of Vedic astrology by sidereal practitioners prior to the Vedic rage. These interpretations were common in the 1970's. Ultimately, the true Zodiac is only that which is on the ecliptic - thus sidereal.
 

Maurice: So, the question is first, which Sidereal Astrology system do you find to be the most authentic and loyal to the objective position of planets?

 

Philip: I prefer the Fagan SVP as it seems the most technically correct.

 

Daniel Giamario points out that the Eastern (Equator) Point of the precessing zodiac wheel is already in Taurus, so the eastern point already entered the new age. That is, if I'm recalling information about 5 years old in my brain correctly. The angles precess at different rates.
Maurice: Aha! but if the North Pole is currently at 5° Pisces, the Aquarian Age should technically start in about 360 years, right? (1 degree per 72 years)
Philip: The Fagan Sidereal Vernal Point for 1 Mar 07 is 5 09 27 Pisces. At 50.26 seconds per year I get 369.419 yr. (1 degree per 72 year)

This is a rather important revelation! There two angles and not just one: the North Pole Point (currently at 5° Pisces) and the Eastern Equator Point (apparently just entered Taurus). One of them is already in the new sign (age), while the other is 3 and half centuries away (from Aquarius)!

My personal question becomes how is it that the Aquarian Age themes are already so accessible? Is it because one of these angles (although not the Aquarian one) is already in the New Age phase? Maybe we are missing something, or rather, maybe there is going to be a huge surprise 369.41 years from now!

A lot of buzz is going on around the year 2012, especially in relation to the end of the Mayan calendar which points to a death and rebirth process of a massive scale. Some proclaim that it will mark the beginning of the New Age. Astrologically, 2012 is when Pluto in Capricorn will make its exact square to Uranus in Aries, and when Neptune will fully get into Pisces, the sign it rules. However, transits of paramount importance occur even before that; consider dates like:

May/June 2009: Jupiter/Neptune/Chiron at 26° Aquarius with Uranus at 26° Pisces
July 30th 2010: Uranus 0° Aries, Saturn 0° Libra, Mars 0° Libra, Jupiter 3° Aries, Pluto 3° Capricorn (and Moon 0° Aries)

This latter date seems extremely important in terms of massive structural change with such a concentration of Cardinal energy involving slow-moving planets! The first date refers more to a change of consciousness and mentalities. The year 2007 is equally important with Uranus in Pisces trotting on the North Node and Pluto-Jupiter about to conjunct on the Galactic Centre by December! Personally I feel a dramatic shift in clients I meet; people normally focused on their career ambitions, start to think differently and dare access another pool of knowledge that is more transcendental in nature; I’m surprised and even shocked to see it, but it happens.

So what is the Aquarian Age about, can we expect salvation? Let’s understand that when we talk about a change of paradigm, new challenges also arise. Nothing is systematically guaranteed to be good or bad… though, there is a considerable potential for upgrade! But before that, let us explore the experience of the Pisces Age!

THE PISCES AGE and what came before that…
The Pisces Age started roughly around the year 215, technically speaking. Although it is quite compelling to associate Jesus with the birth of that age, since he represented the themes quite faithfully and was “coincidently” symbolized by the fish. Jesus was born and operated roughly 200 years before the actual start of the Pisces age. So again, we can observe discrepancies in those threshold times. 

While it seems the Aries age and its polarity dealt essentially with the issue of defining and establishing monotheism (Aries) together with inclusive monotheism (many figures of the one God - Libra) versus polytheism (also Libra: Greek and Roman times), The Pisces age refers to realizing the supreme importance of the absolute realm of the divine (or God) versus the impermanence of the material plane. The Pisces age reinforced the monotheistic concept with oneness for all. The polarity, Virgo, is associated with the dharmic notion of individual work to serve the divine principle (Pisces). The principle line of the Pisces Age is the recognition that life down here is meaningless without God/divine centred consciousness. 

Monotheism apparently started during the Taurus/Scorpio age with Adam and Moses as Judaism erupted and, in a typically Taurus/Scorpio way, reflected the need to elevate values and separate from the superficiality of existing belief systems. To this day, Judaism remains rather closed and protective of its perceived sacred essence. Monotheism became further established during the following ages of Aries and Pisces. The important notion of monotheism and inclusive monotheism, is the recognition and acceptance of “One Truth.” The Pisces/Virgo Age refers to the value of personal sacrifice for that higher Truth. Christianity and Islam are the fruit of the Pisces Age and have dominated this time frame, indeed disseminating the concepts of purity and love (at least in theory), as well as martyrdom (very much in practice). The glorification of suffering reflects the emphasis put on “heaven” versus “earth.” Life down here is considered inferior and thus, personal gratification is perceived sinful, spurring a whole range of resulting emotional complexes, among them self-flagellating monks or suicide bomber nowadays. Positively, this age had/has for purpose to elevate values and curb decadence so prevailing through the Greco-Roman themes. The Eastern Religions also flourished during the Aries and Pisces ages, namely Hinduism, Buddhism and Taoism. Hinduism is a good reflection of inclusive monotheism, where many deities reflect the aspect of the one creator, while Buddhism does not consider a God per se, but encourages the notion of non-attachment and liberation from maya (life down here) through transcendence to attain the ultimate goal for living: Nirvana (life beyond here), very much a Pisces Age concept. Taoism and Buddhism have also clear Aries Age signatures, namely “the middle way” emphasized by Buddhism (Aries-Libra concept) and the Yin-Yang principles or unifying polarities so prevalent in Taoism, also a clear Aries-Libra reflection.

The Pisces Age consequently emphasized the fact that divinity/God has absolute power over life and humans, inducing a more humble approach to life and virtues of purity. The downside of this approach is that it has stripped humans from their own power, keeping them rather submissive and fearful. Interestingly, the Pisces Age has gone through a phase of rebellion against religion with the industrial revolution, symbolized by the polarity of Virgo. It was a necessary step to purge blind faith and resulting abuse and distortions. Thus, Communism and Existentialism resulted from the need to re-empower the human being from being subdued by “higher powers,” as religion became considered primitive.

THE AQUARIAN AGE

The most important message and change to be ushered in by the Aquarian Age is the re-empowerment of the human being through the development of individual responsibility over life. Through this age, humans are and will continue to considerably gain more understanding and increase their intelligence level as a result. Blind faith will decrease to promote higher consciousness instead. Through gaining more knowledge, humans will continue to gain more power over nature and life processes. This is evidently an age of immense creativity, where humans will further understand their roles as co-creators. This will dissolve the themes of martyrdom and the glorification of suffering so present throughout the Pisces Age, to instead promote life’s potential to much vaster dimensions. The Age of Aquarius is bound to support the establishment of a super-sophisticated civilization, where advanced technology will be sustained by higher morals and values.

Human beings will gain so much capacity and power that they will be forced to become super-conscious in order to avoid their own destruction! We obviously see this today where science and technology can have such an overwhelming influence on nature that they can destroy it completely. The responsibility of knowledge will become very important, and ultimately, humans will be pressured to move from their adolescent phase into adulthood where consequences of mistakes or immaturity will be too important and not affordable. The days where “God will clean up the mess” will be gone, and humans will have to play a greater role in the management and development of the planet and life in general. They will know more, they will gain more power, and thus they will have to be more responsible. This maturity process is meant to elevate humans to a higher and more active role in the management of life/Creation.

Of course, we cannot expect instant understanding of these facts, but the trends are already in place. The main danger of the Aquarian Age is arrogance, when human beings become intoxicated by their own intelligence and deny the relevance of God/divinity. The “mini-gods” want to take over the big throne, so to speak. This is when intelligence is not supported by morals and values, and knowledge is used for negative ends. Obviously, there is no future to such an approach, and consequences will be relative to the level of gravity of the phenomenon. This goes back to the age of Atlantis which apparently occurred during the Leo Age (the natural polarity of Aquarius)! The advanced civilization lost the values to guide its power and condemned itself to self-destruction.

Another central theme of the Aquarian Age is the transcendence of biology. The need for progress and development will encourage the discovery of other substances and energy sources. Today, it is the internet and the cyber world where virtual reality converges with and transcends the organic world. This does not mean the elimination of organic life, but rather the need to upgrade or add to it. An important focus for this age is the increase of speed, and purely biological processes are relatively slow. Processing everything faster, allows the human mind to tackle more complex life equation and tap into a much vaster potential, just like higher speed internet allows more sophisticated operations so to speak. Eventually, the increase of speed will decrease the influence of time and space and allow humans to possibly move in and out of form; the Aquarian Age is not just about the conquest of space but the development of spirit and the open potential to live as spirits beyond matter. Obviously, in the realm of spirit, lesser friction allows faster realization and action. 

Highly significant, from this standpoint, humans will less consider themselves as white, black, female or tall, but rather as refined or unrefined spirits, conscious or dimly conscious ones. In a negative way, racism will take different forms, mostly elitism!
The important shift the Aquarian Age will bring is the need to establish heaven on earth, rather than see life on earth as inferior and aim at the Kingdom of Heaven, Nirvana or any other transcendental salvation. The Aquarian Age consciousness is about mastery and the development of higher consciousness in order to elevate life down here to its next level through participation and creativity (Leo). In order to achieve this level of mastery, the human kind will need to learn unite mind (Aquarius) and heart (Leo). The purpose is to creatively invest in life down here and counter-balance (but not eliminate) the Pisces approach of non-attachment this way.

Practices such as Evolutionary Astrology that provide perspective and increase consciousness are undoubtedly going to become of prime interest and use. Prepare yourself to deliver and serve! Other major practices will be Yoga, Feng-Shui and advanced architecture, and heart-centred forms of healing and therapy, among others. These tools will be essential to boost immune system capacity in order to be able to assimilate the upgrade.

The Age of Aquarius can become a golden age of advanced civilization, but it is actually an age preparing for transition. If it actually unfolds to its higher potential, it can transform life radically to a form we cannot fully conceptualize yet. Life on earth as we know it cannot continue much longer. With all good intentions and best efforts, survival depends on this shift, which is essentially to decrease the level of density of the current life form.

Today, the crises we face with global warming and wars on resources are not just about corruption and abuse; that is the apparent side. What really happens is that we have become too powerful for this form of life and the planet cannot really sustain us as we are and become for too much longer. We need to change and shift in order to channel our power on a higher level, so that we may be able to move on and keep evolution going. It is the imagery of a 15 year old still sucking his mother’s nipple and exhausting her almost to death, when in fact it is time he/she develops other ways of feeding him/herself. We can clearly see the abuse and the overwhelmed mother, but in fact the 15 year old is not to blame for being hungry, despite the mischief! This is why the shift to a more spiritual dimension is essential so that we may tap into spiritual resources and decrease dependence on purely material/biological ones which are running out. There are probably other transformations and resource development processes in store that will not necessarily be spiritually inclined per se, but it is difficult to conceptualize exactly how this will take place. What is important to realize is that the resources we depend on will have to be more virtual, less corporal/biological form.

The current difficulties on the planet are forcing us to mature faster and “get it!” Learning occurs more effectively when survival is seriously threatened. Pain will always remain a good stimulant for evolution! This pain kicks our ass into the Aquarian Age!
